Logging into United Streaming 
United Streaming has so much to offer that you really should take time to look it 
over.  You can search for video programs, video clips, and images by keyword, 
subject/grade level, curriculum standard, or titles. Or search for Spanish, closed-
captioning, and editable titles.  Here’s how to access United Streaming for the first 
time: 
1. Log into the ASSET Portal at www.asset.asu.edu 
2. Click on the Curriculum Resources tab. 
3. Click on the United Streaming link. 
4. You will now be asked to complete an information form. This is a one time 

occurrence. The ASSET Portal system is connecting with the United Stream-
ing video system. You will not have to complete or use this information again.  

5. Each field with an asterisk (*) must be filled in. Certain fields are pre-
populated with data; DO NOT CHANGE the username and e-mail address.  

6. At the bottom of the window, click in the box stating that you agree to the 
Terms of Use, and click on “Continue”. 

7. You will now be transferred into ASSET’s video service. From this  page you 
can search for videos by keyword, subject, topic, grade, or curriculum      
standard. 

8. To get back into the ASSET Portal, click on the “Back to the ASSET Portal” 
button in the top right corner of the video search page.  

9. To access the United Streaming Video in the future simply click on the “United 
Streaming Video” link.
